I. New Business:

The school board approved our proposal for selling fries.

· 2 Trailers will be needed.  One for food service and the other for additional equipment

· There was a request to everyone to help in locating a trailer(s) for purchase

· Limited budget to purchase both trailers

· The trailer(s) do not have to be in perfect.  There are many talented individuals that can improvise and make the necessary revisions to meet our needs

· Will need to build the trailer so that it has the capability to be rolled away as well as being both electric and gas capable so that that it can be used at other band/school events and community events

· Will try to sell ads to cover the cost of the new trailers

· A new Exhaust/Hood System was donated

· Need a couple of volunteers to become licensed to be a food handler – cost will be covered by the Boosters

· Will need to purchase another generator 

· Will need to purchase another cash register

· Will need to purchase a freezer – details to where it will be stored will be worked out after the purchase of the trailer

· Would like to try and have the trailer ready ASAP so that we could possible serve fries at upcoming events such as the Guard Show

· Potential to sell hot dogs and other items in trailer 

B.  Reminders about some of the details that were written in the proposal and or previously discussed –

· Fries can only be prepared in the trailer

· All equipment will be commercial grade and Board of Health Certified

· Frozen fries will be used as opposed to fresh cut

· Trailer covered under current insurance policy on and off school property
II. Other Business

There was discussion about participating in an Applebees fundraising event where students would sell tickets for a breakfast event where they would serve the customers.  $1.50-$2.00 of each ticket would be profited.  With sitting capacity of 300 customers it’s a good opportunity for fundraising.
